Dear Band Parent/Guardian and Student:

I am really looking forward to this coming marching season.  The music for the 2011 field show is “Bach In Motion.”  The purpose of this letter is to provide you with information regarding Band Camp.  


The dates for band camp are July 25-28 and July 30-August 2.  For the first four days, the 25th-28th, the rehearsals will be held here at CHHS, with percussionists and color guard members rehearsing from 9:30-1 (eat breakfast before coming), and then the full band rehearsing from 3-8:30 PM.  Percussion and Color Guard students will need to bring money for lunch, which will be held off campus.  Dinner will be provided for everyone at 6:15 PM.

The off-campus portion of band camp is July 30-August 2 at Wake Forest University in Winston Salem, NC.  

Color Guard and Percussion students will be informed soon of additional dates and times for their groups

Attendance is mandatory for all marching band participants.  These rehearsals will allow us to reacquaint ourselves with the music and basics of marching, get organized for the season, and fit the majority of the band for uniforms and shoes. The time we spend at Wake Forest will allow us to learn (and start refining) the entire Marching Band field show for the fall. This is the show that we will be performing at CHHS home football games and Marching Band competitions. Our success as a band will depend on our ability to bond as a group during this week.      

The total cost of the trip is $295.  This dollar amount includes CHHS bus transportation to and from Wake Forest, each meal while at camp, stipends for the guest instructors, and all necessary supplies.  If you have financial issues that you would like to discuss, please send an email to board@chapelhillband.org.  Due to our payment obligations, all payments are non-refundable after July 1.  

Finally, the students will also receive a copy of the music for the 2011 field show before any rehearsals.  If not, please contact your section leader (see band website at www.chapelhillband.org.  Music will be available in PDF format on our Band Website.  Please begin working on this throughout the summer and come to camp with the music learned and memorized so that we can begin the year in a strong way.  

I look forward to building a very successful marching band season with each of you next year!

Baggage:  You are allowed one suitcase (not too big) under the bus and one small “carry-on” (such as a backpack).  NO COOLERS!  Small instruments (flutes/clarinets) will be carried on the bus. All other instruments will be loaded on the trailer.  Be sure that all your items (suitcases, instrument cases, bags, etc.) have your name clearly marked on them!
Rooms:  Room sign-ups will be two (2) to a room. Rooms will be organized at the CHHS Pre-Camp on July 25-28.  Make sure you sign-up or let the band director know with whom you want to share a room.
Free time: We will stay together at all times. When you are given “free time”, you must follow these rules:
( Stay in groups of three or more people.  This is for your safety and is not negotiable! 

( Pay strict attention to the time schedule.

( Stay within the designated area(s).

Guidelines for dress: Wear comfortable yet presentable clothes: shorts, tee shirts, etc. Come to rehearsals dressed to rehearse. Wear comfortable sneakers or athletic shoes with socks. 
Flip-flops, jeans, sandals, boots, baggy pants, skirts, etc. are not appropriate for marching!

Illness: If you become ill, contact a chaperone, clinician or the Band Director.  Students are not, at any time, to give out aspirin, Tylenol, or any other medication. Don’t do anyone this kind of “favor”. 
Chaperones:  The Band Director is ultimately in charge. However, we will have several parent chaperones joining us at Band Camp. These parents are giving up valuable time for you! Be courteous and be positive, so that a pleasant atmosphere can be enjoyed by all. 
Conduct:  Your conduct is expected to be exemplary at all times. You should be courteous and polite to everyone you meet at Wake Forest. We are their guests and should behave accordingly. Please remember that you are ambassadors of CHHS, the Chapel Hill-Carrboro community and the CHHS Tiger Band. Please act at all times with pride, dignity, and class in your dress and manner. Be ladies and gentlemen. Leave nothing but your good name in Wake Forest!
Consequences:  Should there be any need for disciplinary action, those in question will be asked to return home immediately, so the problem can be addressed following the camp. I hope that this will not be necessary, but I do need to be prepared. This may seem strict or harsh, but while you are at Band Camp, your safety and welfare is my responsibility. The rules of the Chapel Hill-Carrboro City Schools will be in effect at all times.

Things to remember:  Keep to the schedule.  We stay together as a group. Everyone must be at all rehearsals and activities. We are a FAMILY!  Get to know one another.  Help your fellow band member when they need your encouragement.  Have some kind of identification with you and keep your valuables secure.  Do not take a lot of cash with you to Band Camp. You will only need money for the occasional snack or drink from the vending machines on campus.  All medications that you are taking should be noted on your medical form and must be “checked in” with the chaperones. Make sure you have it with you.
